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SOLDERING AND FABRICATION FOR
HOLLOW FORMS
This workshop will focus on the creation of jewelry and metal
objects using thin sheet and fine gauge wire. A variety of
fabrication techniques will be utilized and taught, including
scoring, bending, and the use of dapping tools among others.
The emphasis will be on the creation of hollow forms. Students
will learn and try various soldering techniques and forming thin
metal in the construction of small objects and structures for
jewelry making. We will compare different soldering surfaces,
talk about various types of fluxes and holding devices to ensure
a successful soldering experience. Also, students will explore
various finishing techniques.

ENTRAP, ENLIVEN AND ENHANCE:
IMAGINATIVE STONESETTING
For many contemporary jewelers, stonesetting begins and ends
with the basic bezel setting. This workshop is designed for those
who are ready to move beyond mere basics and wish to
enlarge their repertoire of stonesetting skills. Participants will
learn how to design, construct and set a variety of bezel, prong
and graver settings which will accommodate various cuts,
shapes and sizes of stones. Topics covered include: practical
gemstone applications and considerations; appropriate tools
and how to prepare and use them; construction tips and tricks;
alternative setting methods, and creative design modification.
(Intermediate/Advanced - competent soldering and
fabrication skills required.)

WORKING WITH TRANSPARENT ENAMEL
Incorporate transparent, luminous color in your jewelry by
creating enamels on silver. In this workshop, we will focus
primarily on wet inlay enameling techniques using transparent
colors on fine silver or copper with silver overlay. Learn control in
blending colors to achieve value gradations with depth and
luminosity. Topics covered will include use of foils, washing and
storing enamel, basse taille surfaces, and creating matte or
gloss finishes for optimum clarity of colors. Simple setting
techniques will also be covered as well as soldering techniques
for enameling. All levels are welcome and depending on
experience levels, students might wish to use sifting, limoge,
cloisonne or simple champleve techniques.

MECHANISMS
All mechanisms are based on the five simple machines. The
wheel, level and fulcrum inclined plane, screw and wedge. This
five day workshop combines elements from several of my
classes on mechanisms and how the machines tie in with
jewelry. We make my Knuckle Adjuster Ring©, springs made of
stainless steel wire, classic catches, barrel and plunger catches
and hinges. There will be lots of samples made and there will
be finished wearable pieces also. Besides the physical objects
we will make I hope I can inspire a curiosity to peruse your own
interpretation of the mechanism. Techniques covered are
casting clean up, tube rivets, gigs to make stainless steel wire
springs, brazing sterling silver to stainless steel wire and cable,
plus measuring tips and tricks. All materials will be provided in
the form of “kits” meaning precut parts, castings and metals.
We will use both base metals and sterling silver. Skill level: High
functioning beginner, brain dead expert. Lab fee
approximately $45.00 subject to market change.

PMC BEAD-O-RAMA
Want to take your metal clay beads to another level? During
this workshop students will be able to add to their hollow form
repertoire: box beads, polygons, box-in-box, donuts, mirror-
image beads, draped beads and more! Explorations in texture
plate creation and keum boo will also be covered. This is an
intermediate level workshop.

JUAN CARLOS CABALLERO-PEREZ - A native of Mexico
City, Mexico, Juan Carlos Caballero-Perez came to
the U.S. in 1986. He received his MFA and BFA at
Rochester institute of Technology (RIT), School for
American Crafts, and is currently an Associate
Professor in the Metals Department at RIT. Juan
Carlos was the winner of the 2008 Niche Award for
jewelry. He was selected to attend and exhibit at the
international mokume gane symposium at RMIT,
Melbourne, Australia. He is a New York State
Foundation for the Arts Fellow, 2003. Publications
include Niche Magazine, Spring 2006, Spring 2005
Metalsmith Magazine, March 2003, Craft & Art
Magazine, South Korea, and 500 Bracelets, 2005 by
Lark Books Publication, among others.

JOHN COGSWELL - John is a studio goldsmith and
educator, and currently teaches at SUNY New Paltz.
He previously taught at Parsons School of Design,
NYC, and was formerly Director of the Jewelry and
Metalsmithing Department at the 92nd Street Y in
New York City. He has also taught at Pratt Institute
and Hofstra University. In addition, he has conducted
numerous workshops at such locations as Haystack;
Penland; Peters Valley; Touchstone; FSG/WildAcres;
FSG/Atlantic Center for the Arts, Brookfield and many
others. He has served as a technical consultant and
contributing author for several contemporary jewelry
texts. His work has appeared in numerous exhibitions
and publications, and is included in many public and
private collections, including the Victoria and Albert
Museum, London, UK, the Jewish Museum, NYC and
the Ackland Museum of Art, Raleigh, NC.

LINDA DARTY - Linda Darty is the head of the metals
program and professor of metalworking and
enameling in the School of Art at East Carolina
University in Greenville, NC. She has an extensive
national and international exhibition record and
frequently teaches workshops on contemporary
metal and enameling techniques. Her work has been
featured in numerous publications including Color on
Metal by Tim McCreight and Meatalsmith’s Exhibition
in Print. She has received the NC Board of Governor’s
Award for Teaching Excellence, the ECU Alumni
Teaching excellence Award and ECU School of Art’s
Scholar Teacher Award. She is the author of the book
The Art of Enameling, published by Larkbooks in 2004.
In 2003, she received The Lifetime Achievement
Award from The Enamelist Society, an international
organization, commending her for her work as both
an enameling artist and a teacher.

CHRISTOPHER C. DARWAY - Chris Darway has been
working in metals for over thirty years as a designer,
teacher and artisan. Born in Brooklyn, New York and
raised in New Jersey, he received a BFA in craft
design from the Philadelphia College of Art. Over the
years he has sold and exhibited work through
galleries, shops and craft shows including the ACC
and Smithsonian Craft Show. Work has been
exhibited in Germany, Japan and England. He is
currently a master lecturer at the University of the Arts
in Philadelphia where he teaches metals and jewelry.
He is one of the senior instructors for the Rio Rewards
program.

BARBARA BECKER SIMON- Barbara Becker Simon earned a BS in Art
Education (SUNY-New Paltz) and an MFA in metalwork and Jewelry (U of Wisconsin-
Madison). She has been a goldsmith for over 40 years and has taught at U-of
Wisconsin-Menomonie, Iowa State and Edison Community College, Ft. Myers, FL. She
is a Senior Instructor for the Rio Rewards Precious Metal Clay Certification Program.
For two weeks in October of 2004, Barbara traveled to five Japanese cities to teach
PMC in the land of its invention. Her work appears in Creative Metal Clay Jewelry:
